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When did Globeleq & Mozambique launch a solar power plant?

Our solar power plant in Cuamba was inaugurated in September of 2023. It marked another milestone for

Globeleq and Mozambique,as it was the first IPP to integrate a utility-scale energy storage system.

 

How will Mozambique's power plant's strategic location affect the grid?

The project's strategic location will reduce energy transmission losses and improve the security of energy

supply in northern Mozambique and stabilize the grid. It is estimated that the power plant's connection to the

EDM grid will result in a seven percent improvement in the network default level.

Transmission bottlenecks mean that decentralised power plants based on local energy resources such as

solar,hydro can be important in supplying remote regions. This is an excellent example of how private-public

partnerships can deliver renewable energyand support further economic growth in Mozambique.

In Mozambique,the adoption of solar energy systems is particularly crucial due to several key factors inherent

to the country's situation. Firstly,Mozambique has a high solar irradiation level,making it an ideal location for

harnessing solar energy.

 

What is PV power potential in Mozambique?

The PV power potential map developed by the World Bank shows the potential for PV power projects in

Mozambique on a scale of a yearly total specific PV power output of 1,534 to 1,753 kWh/kWp. The zones

marked in the darkest shade show the highest potential .

 

Why is Mozambique a major energy exporter?

Mozambique is a net exporter of energy to countries in the Southern African Power Pool (SAPP) - South

Africa being the largest importer. The government view energy exports as a key driver of the Mozambican

economy, having passed a new electricity law that simplifies permitting and encourages IPPs activities.
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
