Do you need a universal travel adapter for Mexico?

For those traveling to Mexico,a universal travel adapter is a must-have. Great for worldwide travel,these

adapters shine due to their versatility. Using them,you can connect devices in more than 150 countries,not just

Mexico.

 

Do I need a voltage converter to travel to Mexico?

A voltage converter makes the electricity passing through the plug compatible with your device. If you have

devices that are dual voltage,you will be able to travel to Mexico with only an adapter. If you check your

devices and they are not dual voltage,you will need to bring a converter.

 

Should I bring a type B power adapter to Mexico?

If you have a Type B plug on the devices you're packing for Mexico,I recommend bringing this Type B to

Type A US to Mexico Power Adapter. Think of this adapter as an inexpensive insurance policy because many

Mexican outlets don't have the extra grounding pin that helps keep your devices safe.

 

Do Europeans need an adapter if traveling to Mexico?

No!Europeans will need an adapter for the outlets and a transformer for the voltage when traveling to Mexico.

European device plugs will not work with the outlet types in Mexico. Also,the voltage in Mexico is different

from European voltages.
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
